(65 miles, 1,300 feet of climbing): 
 The route leaves Linden and traverses the quiet 
back roads of San Joaquin, Stanislaus and Calaveras coun-

ties, including a portion of Stage Three of the 2011 Tour of 
California. The towns of Linden, Peters, Farmington, Eu-
gene, Milton, Jenny Lind and Bellota await you; almond, 

apple, cherry, peach, pear, plum and walnut orchards, and 
vineyards abound.  Three rest stops, including lunch, will 
provide fuel and hydration along the way. 

 
Quarter Century 
(25 miles, 300 feet of climbing): 
 The route leaves Linden, then passes through the 

towns of Farmington and Peters in San Joaquin County. 
Apple, cherry, peach, pear, plum and walnut orchards, and 
vineyards abound. A fully stocked rest stop will provide 

fuel and hydration midway through the ride.
